3. No p€rson shail be quaritEd to be a candidate forelection to the East African Legislative Assemurv unruss he isgualified to be so elected in accordance with Articire so(2) of the
Treaty.

PART TI . NOMINATION OF CANDIDATES

4.(I) where an erection is to be herd, the Rerunring officershall by notice pubrished in the Gazette notiff the fact that the erectionis to be held and invite ail interested persons to appry witrrin a periodof fourteen days, for nomination by a iarty ortheir-Jhoice.

(2) The Returning officer shail by notice in the Gazetteappoint a nomination day *vrrictr shall be at least fourteen aays from theexplry of the period prescribed under sub-rule (1).

- (3) subject to rules 7 andg,the ballot paper shall contain all
the names of the candidates submitted to the Retuming officer under
sub rule (6) of rule 5, arranged alphabetically in the foll6rving groups -

(6) Each voter shall be required to cast as many votes as there
are vacancies, otherwise his rvhole ballot paper shall ie regarded as
spoilt.

(7) A voter rvho has accidentally spoiled his bailot paper
rvhile the voting is still in progress may surrender the spoilt uuitot
paper to the Retuming officer and obtain a replacement thereof.

14.(1) The Retunring Officer shall ensure the safe custody of
all ballot paperc and other documents relating and pertaining to the
conduct of the election.

(2) The Returning Officer shall cause all documents to which
this rule applies to be destroyed after the expiration of six months from
the election day.

PART IV . VOIDANCE OF ELECTION

15. Pursuant.to the provisions of Article 52(l) of the Treaty,
the election of a candidate as a Member of the East African Legislative
Assembly may be declared void only on an election petition.

16. The procedure, jurisdiction and grounds for declaring
void the election of a Member of the East African Legislative
Assernbly, shall be the same as that provided by larv for election
petitions in respect of Members of Parliament.

PART V . IWSCELLANEOUS

17. If any matter arises rvhich is not specifically provided for
in these Rules, the Spealrer shall rnake a ruling directing rvhat is to be
done and in making such a ruling, the Speaker shall be guided by the
practice and procedures nornally followed in similar situations with
regard to parliamentary elections.

18. These Rules may be amended at any time by resolution of

those persons to have been elected as Members of
African Legis lative Ass emb ly.
