dispute, make every effon to scttlc the dispute with the
other state organ conccrned, including cxhausting all
alternative drspute resolution mechanisms provided for in
the Intergovernmental Relations Act.

(2) lf a court is satisfied that a state organ in an
attempt to rcsolvc a drspute has not exhausted all the
mechanisms providcd for altcrnative dispute resolutron in
the I ntergovernmental Relations Act and refers the dispute
back to the state organ for the reason that the state organ
has not complied with subscction (l), the expenditure
incurred by that state organ in approaching the court shall
bc regarded as wasteful expendrture.

(3) The costs in respect of such wasteful expenditure
rcferred to in subsection (2) shall, in accordance with a
prescribed procedure, bc rccovered wtthout delay from the
person who caused the state organ not to comply with the
requirements of subsection ( I ).

13. Despite the provisions of any other law, any
seflous or persistent non-complrance wtth the provisions of
thrs Act shall constttute a financial mtsconduct undcr the
Publrc Finance Management Act.
