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PREFACE

Mr. speaker sir, on behalf of the Members of the Budget and Appropriations committee ancl as

required under Anicle 221 of the Constitution as well as seclion 39(2) of the Public Finance
Management Act; it is my pleasure to present to this House the Committee's report on lhe 201712018
and the medium term Estimates of Revenue and Expenditure for the National Governmeni, Parliament
and the Judiciary which were submitted to lhe lrlational Assembly on '15th of February 2017 , 2no March
2017 and 31d January 2017 respectively. This was two months before the constitutional deadline of
April. As you are aware, the early submission of the budget estimates was as a result of a revised
budget calendar to allow for limely deliberation and approval of the budget, taking into account the
preparation ol lhe2a17 general elections.

Mr. speaker, this is the final budget to be prepared under the current government, as the country
prepares for the general elections thal will be held in August 2017. Being an election year budget, its

implemen tation faces many risks. Some of these include an uncertain business environment that may
erode investor confidence as well as increased election related spending which will nrainly drive
consumption and fuel inflation lhereby destabilizing the macro-framework. Furthermore, there is a
possibility that a new government may want to re-align the budget to reflecl its manilesto, which may
lead to the inkoduction of a supplementary budget, These risks may affect the implementation of the
budget with consklerable impact on ihe expected oulcome particularly on economic growth and
developrnent, It is for this reason that the Conrnrittee hes not alloweci some proposals in some sectors
to increase the budget as this may cause further stlain on the national resources and so as to allow for
some flexibility for the rrew governrnenI once the elections are o./er.

Mandate of the Committee

Mr. Speaker, Anicle 221 (4 and 5) of the Constitution and the Public Finance fr/anagement Act, 2012
provide for the establishment of a Committee of lhe National Assembly whose main role is lo take the

lead in budgelary oversighi by the National Assembly. ln this regard, Standing Order 207 establishes

the Budget and Appropriations Committee with specific nrandates among whrch is to:

i. Investigate, inquire into and reporl on all nraiters related to coordination, control and monitorrng

of the nationai budget, and

ii. DiscLrss and review the estimates and make recom menclations to the House.

The Departmental Committees
reviewed the estimates of the various Minislries, Departments and Agencies that fall under their
purview and submitted their fecommendations to the Budget ancl Appropriatrons Committee. The
committee also held public consultations in four (4) centres; namely Machakos, Kajiado, Naivasha and
Kiambtt The vievrs of the public on the proposed BLrclget Estimates have heen incorporated in this
report.
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the Members of ihe Public who took their tinre to attend the public hearings and present their

submissions on the budget.

Mr. Speaker, the Committee is also grateful to the Office of the Speaker of the National Assembly' the

Office of the Clerk of the National Assembly and the Parliamentary Budget Office for the unwavering

support received as it discharged its mandate of reviewing the Eudget Estimates for the Financial Year

2017118 and the medium term,

Mr. Speaker, it is therefore my pleasant undertaking, on behalf of the Budget and Appropriations

Committee to table this report and recommend it to the House for adoption.

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I. ADIIERENCE AT: IHE2017I1B BUDGET ESIIMATES TO THE LEGAL PROVISIONS

1) Mr. speaker, the budget process is underpinned by various legal inskuments, namely; the
Constitution of l(enya, the Public Finance Management (PFIV1) Act as well as the public Finance
Management (PFM) Regulations. A review of the bLrdget clocuments submitted to parliament in
relation lo these legal provisions indicates thal over the lasl five years, the Executive has
improved sLrbstantially in ensLtflng that acleqLrate information is presented to this House for
purposes of approving the budget, However, in some instances, some of the informalion that is
provided is still inadequate. For example, though the National Treasury provided a memorandum
which gives an explanation of deviations lrom the National Assembly Buclget policy Statement
(BPS) resolutions, they did not provide adequate explanation on why they did not adhere to some
of these resolu tions.

2'l Mr. speaker, when lhjs House passed the gps report in December 2016, we committed to
reducing the liscal deficit to 6 percent. Over the last few years, the government,s fiscal strategy
has been expansionary with most of the expenditure geared towards infrastructure investmenl.
This has conkjbuted to a significant increase in the country's debt levels. lf the increasing debt is
not put in check, it will continue to create inflexibility in the budget and reduce resources available
for both the present and the future generations.

3) Mr. Speaker, the Public Finance Management Act provicies Ihat the ceilings for development
expenditure and personnel spending of the national government budget approved by parliament
shall be binding Ior the next two years, This;;rovision has noi been adhered to which renders
unpredictable, the irscal frarnev/ork for the medium term. The reason for a Lrinciing ceiling was to
ensure thal development prcrjecls are completed within lhe existing time frame. A ceilin! that is
not binding shows a lack of commitmenl towards ensuring that development projects are finalized
on [ime.

4) Mr. speaker, it is a{so worth noting that the public privale parlnership (ppp) programme which
has been in place for the last few yeats has not been captured in the Estimates of expencliture or
the Approprialion Act The PPP proiects carry lhe risk of becoming contingent liabilities and will
one day pLrt a claim on the country's revenue. it is imperative therefore for this to be included in
the budget estimates for accountabilily ancl rnonitoiing purposes.

II, KEY I.IIGI]LIGHTS OF IIIE 2017118 BUDGET

4. Mr. Speaker" Sir, the total proposed expenditure estintates ior 2017llB is Ksh. 2.631 trillion. lhis
comprises oI the iollowinq:

5) Mr. Speaker, the committee is concerned that although most of the government's increased

expenditure is geared towari.ls inflastructure investment, other key productive sectors of the

economy such as Agriculture and Manufacturing have been left behind. As such, the budget is

not fully supporting rapid employment creation and economic growth'

6) Mr, Speaker', given the significance of development expenditure in rJriving economic growth and

performance, ihe Committee is concerned by the large number of key development proiects

competing for limited resources which teads to thin distribution of the resources available These

projects, though important in unlocking clevelopment, are therefore being implemented thinly and

the rate of comPletion is low.

7) Mr. Speaker., according to the Public Finance Management Act 2012, a minimum of 30 percent

of the national government's budget should be allocatecl to clevelopmenl expenditure over the

medium term, However, during the supplementary budget, the funds allocated for development

expenditure in the estimates tend to be reduced, sometimes because of poor absorption lt is

possible therefore, that the amount of funds actually spent on development expendittrre is

significantly less than 30 percent.

Consolidated Fund Services (CFS)

8) Mr. Speaker, lhere is a significant increase in interest payables as well as redemptions fronr Ksh'

466.5 billion in the FY 2A$n017 to Ksh. 621 .B billion in the FY 2017 12018. This is on acco unl of

several loans maturing such as standard chartered Syndicated Loan worth KSh 79 billion as

well as a loan from the AFREXIM Eank worth 21 billion

9) Mr. Speaker, for the financial year 2A17fil, the cFS expenditure accounts for up to 41% of the

total projected revenue indrcating that only 59% of iotal revenue will be available ior olher

government buclgetary activities. Furthermore, the pension costs component has contintred to

lrow consistently since 2013/14 when the amounl was only KSh 33.2 billion to a nevr high of

KSh 77.5billionin FY 2017118on accountof ordinary pensions to civil servants.

10) Mr. Speaker, this bLrdgei is anchoted on economic grovrih of mote than 6 percent in 2017. This

grolvthisstrpporteclt]yotltptltinagricLrlture,ongoingrecoveryoftourisnl,completionofkey

iublic projects in roads, rail ancl energy generation, str.ncJ consunlel clenlantl ancl privale sector

irrvcstnrenl as well as a slabk: ntacrttecottonlic envitonr-rlerlt in the cotlnlry



with regard to investor confidence, which seems to wane as the election period approaches.
Furthermore, agricullural performance is still largely tied to the rain and given the ongoing
droughi as well as uncertainty with regarri to adequate amounts of this year's rainfall, output is
unlikely to increase significantly enough to drive growth. some key capital projects have also
been delayed and the benefits may therefore not be felt in the coming financial year.

12) Mr. Speaker, if the macro framework - which forms the basis of the budget - is unrealistic due to
the highlighted risks, then the entire buciget becomes vulnerable to these risks. Itis parly for this
reason that we keep having in year revisions of the approved eslimates in the form of
supplementary budgets. The macro framework shourd be as rearistic as possibre to not onry
reduce reventte over-estimation and lhe subsequent over.expendrture but also reduce the risk of
expanding the budget deficit.

IV. FINANCING OF TI1E2017I18 BUDGET AND THE MEDIUM TERM

13) Mr. speaker,the total revenue projection for linancial year z0l7l1B amounts toKSh. 1,204.5
billion. of this, ordinary revenue, which excludes approprialions-in-aid (AlA) is eslimated to
reachKSh. 1.549 trillion in 2017118. This is a 13 percent increase from lhe 2016117 ordinary
revenue estin]ates. lncome tax is expected to be the primary driver of revenue growth in 2017/18,
rising by'16 percent fronr the 2016/12 estimaies. The other tax heacls such as Excise duty and
Value Added Tax are expected to grow less rapiclly. Mr, speaker, given that revenue
performance in lhe nexi iinancial year is largely tied to efficieni implementation of reforms in the
income tax law, depending on hor,,r efficien y these refornrs are impiemented, the level of
borrowing could be aggravated.

14) Mr. Speaker, the deficit inclucling grants is estimaled at t(sh. 519.8 billion financed through Ksh.
340.3 billion in net domestic bonowing, KSh. 205 95 billion in I'oreign financing which includes
commercial loans.

15) Mr. Speaker, as indicated earlier, lhe country's continued fiscal expansion remarns the greatest
challenge tovrards the realization ol a lower deficit. This committee has contrnuously highlighted
this matter in previous reports bul with the increasing expen<liture demands there seems to beno
clear po cy tourards [iscal consolidatjon.

16) Mr. Speaker, contingentliabiliiies also continue to pose a risk to lhe nracro-fiscal kamer,,rork. Ihe
statenleni of nalional governrnent ioans to state corporalions, Sovernment agencies ancl olher
organizalions lhal has been providecl indicaies that the non-perlorming loans antoLrni to Ksh
15 4 billicn



17) Mr. Speaker, it is also important to note that the public debt service to revenue ratro has not been

provided. lnstead, ihe National Treasury has only provided information on the external debt to
revenue ralio, which is inadequate to assess the sustainability of debt.

1B) Mr. Speaker, concerning the increasing level of debt, the commitiee still feels that with

expenditure reprioritization and rationalization, the National Treasury can adhere to the fiscal

deficit of 6 percent that this House approved during the passing o[ the Budget Policy Stalement.

PRIORITY AREAS ARISING FROM PUBLIC IIEARINGS AND CONSUTT,ATIONS WITH

DEPARTMENTAL COMMITTEES

a Priority areas arising from the Public Hearings for FY 2017118

19) Mr. Speaker', in line with Article 221(5) of the Constitution, the Committee also underlook public

hearings in four (4) centres around the country; namely, Kajiado, Kiambu, Machakos, and

Nakuru. This was undertaken with a view to ensure the inputs from the wananchl on priority

areas in need of urgent intervention are taken into accounl in the broad policy areas before the

budget is finalized and approved by the House as indeed has been the case over the last four

financial years.

20) Mr. Speaker, this Committee also received additional submissions and memoranda from other

bodies such as the Institute of Economic Affairs, Private Physiotherapy Pracliiioners Associatjon

of Kenya, International lnstitute for Legislative liffairs, Parliamentary Initiatives Network and

Machakos Technical lnstitute for the Blind. The committee also received written submissions

konr committed individual Kenyans keen on their patriotic duty of having a people responsive

budget. The committee has reviewed these submissions as well as the oral submissions received

during the public hearings and has taken them into account in the finalization of this reporl.

2'1) lVlr Speaker, the public consultalions and written submissions are calegorized the iollowing

thematic areas: Food Security, Infrastructure, Security, Social Sector (llealth and EdLrcation)

Social Safety Nets, Equity and Poverty reduction and Social Protection, Energy and Electricity

Connections as well as enhancing civic education and strengthening ways of public engagement

on the budgeting process The cletailed report is hercby tabled

22) Mr Speaker, I will now highlight the concerns raised by the li4erlbers of the Public in the context

of these key ihematic areas:

l henratic Area 1: Food SecLrrity

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Semi Arid areas as well as a research institute on agriculture to train and improve agricultural
skills, The public also proposed urgent implementation of labour policies that will protect
employees working in the floriculture industry. The National Government was also requested to

introduce subsidies and incentives that would address challenges in so for as production of clairy
products is concerned and to address the accumulated debts owed to banks bv farmers in the
dairy sector.

Thematic Area 2: ln frastructu re

24) Mr Spealier, metrbers of the public who appeared before the commjttee did prioritize the area ot
infraslructure in light of the unique infrastructure gaps existing in the country. The public called for
construction of key roads and expansion of others such as the Nakuru Naivasha road,
Ndumberi - Muthaiga road and Bomas-ongata Rongai,Kiserian road to a dual carriage road
status to ease congestion and improve transportation along the road.

25) The public also called for interventions in overhauling and expanding sewerage systems as well
as improvement of drainage systems anc construction oi overpasses for pedeskians and
especially schooi going children.

Thematic Area 3: Security

26) The need to improve the security in the country was noted as one overarching concern and the
public ptoposals centred on conskuction of new and exoansicn existrng police stations, adequate
provisions towards police housing as wel! as improvenrent of police patrols and mobiliiy to
urgenlly respond to crime and other call of clulies. The public also called for po{icy intervention to
improve employment in order to support livelihoods and reduce inciclences of crime. AIso, town
administrators and village elders who supplement and suppori government programmes towards
provision of security in the country should be given incentirres includinq paymeni to facrlitate them
in carrying out their work.

Thematic Area 4: Frequent power outages and scaling up Electricity Connectivity

27) 1'here were concerns ol frequent pov/er outages that needed to be adclressed. ln addition the
public requested for scale up of connectivily drive across the counky and iniiiation of policy
measures lo rnitiqate against the l(enya power monopoly in the distribLrtion and supply sector in
order to enhance eifectiveness and efltciency.

Thenratic Arca 5: Social Sector (l-lealth ancl Education)

28) The pttblic callet! fcr allocalion of fLrnds for lhe construction of more healih iaciliiies to cator Ior
lhc eve r.tttcreasitrq popLtlatio . lt rvas also proposecl tlr:rl so0re hosprials such as i(iambLt
Iurspiial l;e Lrcqracii:d io Llvel li siaius. Oilrq irc;rltit faciiiijr:s srrh :is O[;yrilkalani Disperrsar;,

amounts of funds to cater for primary health care including providing for cteation of awareness on

cancer prevention, treaLnent and care.

29) lnvestment in education was also extensively discussed and there were calls for investment

towards completion of the Naivasha Kenya Medical Training College, conskuction of more

technical schools especially at ward level to admit students who do not proceed to colleges or

universities levels, as well as construction of universities in Laikipia and Kaiiado. The public also

proposed the scaling up of allocation to cater for bursary lunds in order to mitigate against high

number of school drop outs; with a separate bursary fund for the disabled.

30) Other proposals called for the equipping of the newly constructed secondary and primary

schools, the scaling up of the school feeding programrne for all deserving primary schools and

the provision of policy incentives to empower and support people wilh disabilities enrolling in

technical institutions

Thematic Area 6: Equity, Poverty Reduction and Social Protection

31) Mr. Speaker, the public proposed that the allocation towards Uwezo fund be increased in order

to assist more beneficiaries. The public also requested for more funds towards the programmes

under National Council of People with Disability and furiher exempl tax on the equipmentused by

the disabled such as wheelchairs and walking canes in order to make it more affordable. ln

acldition Mr. Speaker, the National Government was requested to engage ICT providers to

enable the integration of ICT programmes for PWDs for instance in learning institutions, banking

sector, public offices, public websites etc

32) Other requests included the entrenching of robust social accountability mechanisms wlth respect

to cash transfers to older persons with a vier,ry to having proper documentation and equitable

distribution across all counties. The government was also requested to provide adequate

allocations to the National Drought Management Authority (NDMA) to mitigate drought related

catastrophes through responsive planning both short and long term. Addressing o mulllple taxes

on same products and the need for tax regime that will stimuiate grov/th

b. Summary of Departmental Committee Submissions

33) Mr. Speaker, the Departmental committees heid meetings rvith the various Ministties,

Departments ancl Agencies and deliberated on their respective budgets. Ftom lhese discussions,

the committees came up with various recommendations. 1'he repofts of the vartous committees is

hereby tabled.

34) The following ate the key ernerging issues that arose from these discttssions:

Energy, lnformation ancl Communication

35) Mr. Spoaker, the commiitee was inforrnccl that there vras neecl to fast -track contpletion ol on-

going projects especially those rrrrcler geothe nal genetaiton and exploitalion, rutal electriitczttion



36) Mr. Speaker, lhe Committee ttras also jnformed lhat ihe outstanding pension arrears owed by
Kenya Broadcasting corporalion (KBC) would be priorilized by the ministry and time bound
measures will be put in place to determine anci set e obligations as quickly as possible.

37) ln addition, Mr. Speaker, reform measures such as restructuring of the State Brcadcaster will be
urgently put in place in order to enhance operalional efficiency and strengthening its balance
sheet towards sound financial footing so that the institution can compete in the media sector and
attract and retain a qualified as well as motivated staff establishment.

Health

38) Ivlr, speaker, concern was raised on lhe Managed Equipment Service (MES) prolect which was
allocated Ksh. 4.5million in the BPS 2017 as having its services hamperecl as a result o[
uninstalled equipmenl as well as incomplele infrastructure in some facilities coupied with
inadequate health staff to operate the equipment. However, despite these concerns, lhe
programs budgetary allocation in2016117 of Ksh. 4.5 billion was further adjusted upwards to Ksh.
9.6 billion (an rncrement of Ksh. 5.1 billion )in the supplementary expenditure estimates 1 for
2016t17.

39) ln addition, Mr' Speaker, this committee was infornred thatthe iVinistry of Health had iailed io
provide to the Committee crf health, the contlacts for the MES project which made it difficult for
the Committee to make infoi'med decisions on the sarne. As such. it is recontmentlecl that the
Auditor General undertakes a perfortnance audit on the implemenlation of the MES programs in

a bid to address any emerging challenges and ascertain value for monev.

Agriculture, Livestock and Fls h eries

40) lvlr. speaker, it was proposed that the National governmen(, through the iniergovernmental
itlstitution, should coordtnate the various functions that are being unciertaken concurrenlly by the
(wo levels of governntenl sttch as exlensions services, fertilizer subsidy programs and marketing
oi produce as stipulated in the fourih schedule.

4'1) ln addition, Mr, speaker. the National governnrenl should coorcjinate with county governmenls

cn the {uture of donor sLrpporl projects related to the functions under ihe purview ol the County
governmenls by establishinO a struciured mechanism lor irnplemenlaiion ol these projects. A
good example is lhe State department o[ Livestock ntodernizalron progrant of dairy sector in the

country valLred at l(sh. 6.57 Billion, which is [undecl lhrough :r {oan from polish Government.

4?.) Finally Mr. Speaker Sir, it was reiir:rated thal the National Govemment needs lo provirie ihe
counterpart [::Lrncling for dorror siroporl projccis io ens'.rc thal ihese projccts art: comple{r:cl on

iirn r:



LaboLrr and Social Welfare

43) Mr. Speaker, it was recommended that the State Department of Sports should initiaie policy,

guidelines and legislations to control the operations in the sector in order to enhance better

performance.

44) Furthermore Mr. Speaker, it was noted that there is need for the State Department of Gencier to

install stringent measures that will enforce the repaynrent of the loans disbLrrsed from the Uwezo

Fund to enable the fund benefita wide base of youth.

45) Mr. Speaker,it was also noted that cash transfers especially to the vulnerable children would

require a follow up in order to enhance effectiveness and efficiency.

Transport, Public Works and Housing

46) Mr, Speaker, for further transparency with regard to the collection and distribution of the Road

Maintenance Levy Fund and the Railway Development Fund,it was recommended thal quarterly

status reports for these funds shoulcl be submitted to Pa iament every financial year.

47) Mr, Speaker, it was also recommended that the National Treasury creates or provides for a

development budget under the State Department of Maritime to facilitate the new reallocations

under this vote for the development of the maritime master plan. Currently the state department

has only a recurrent vote.

Environment and Natural Resources

53) Mr. speaker, the commi[ee was informed thatthe Environrnent lmpact Assessmenl (ElA) fees
which has been scrapped off shourd be reinstated as the scrapping cf the Environment rmpacr
Assessment fees goes against international treaties on l-'olluter pays principle to which l(enya is
a signatory; and will {uriher reduce A-r-A co|ected and burdening the rax payers.

54) Mr. Speaker, considering the irnpact of climale change, it was noted that there is need to rnvest
in better and modern vreather forecasting and earry warning systems to enabre the r(enya
It/eteorolog ical Departmenl to grve accurate information on future erralic v/eather patterns.

55) Mr. Speaker, with regard to compensalion claims lor victrms of human v,rildlife conflicts, il was
recommended that the rvikllife conservation and managernenl acl be amended to limit the
compensation clairrs to areas oi iurisdiction of the l(enya Wildlife Service.lt was furiher
tecommended thatthe Kenya Wtldliie Service should pLrt in place measures rn place to avoid
leakages especially in Park fces so as to increase fLrnds collecled as A_l-A.
