.IUSTIFICATION FOR 'THE PROPOSE,D AMENDMEN-T 'tO T]RI}AN

AREAS AND CITTES ACT 20r I (CAP 275)

Currently there are requests from 23 counties already pending at Urban

Development Department for consideratior-r and many more are corling.

3. Institutional Backstopping

The Department is currently providing support to counties through the Kenya urban

support programme to establish Municipal Management Boards and Town

committees as per the Urban Areas and Cities Act. This is a 5-year World Bank

Funded programme in 45 counties which will receive urban Institutional Support

Grants. The departrnent will need to continue to facilitate and build capacity of the

institutions to be able to stand and perform their functions effectively.

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4. National Urban Development Policy

Parliarncnt in 2017 passed the National tJrban Dcve loprnent Policy which will

guide Kenya's Urbanization Vision, Strategy Nonrs and Standards. The

directoratc oversees the implementation of this policy guiding urbanization and

acts as regulator on urban developrnent alrd matragetnent statrdards and nonns

and advisor to govemment on urban development and rnanagement issues

5. Other National Policies

o Kenya's Big Four Agencla requires a unit whose primary rolc includes guiding

on framework for integrating housing, strategic inlrastructurc and urban

inliastructure and improving national and local govemance in the context of

urban development. Like nrany countries around the world, and to provide policy

environmcnt that is stable and rvith the Kenya Vision 2030 envisions. lt aims at

making Kenl'a a newly industrializing, "middle incot.ne country providing high

quality lif'e for all its citizens by the year 2030".

o Best practice examples in the wolld show that any country that has achieved

middle income status has done so on the Basis of effective urbanization.

Singapore lor example has the urban redevelopment authority and the housing

development board guiding the national urbanization and human settlement

dockets.

5. International Conventions

The Habitat III conference of 2016, noted that Urban areas around the world are

facing greater challenges than they did 20 years ago. The persistent urban issues

include the growing number of urban residents living in informal settlements and the

challenge of providing urban services. The emerging urban issues include climate



l:'

change; exclusion and rising inequality and upsurge in migration. This growth is

obviously unsustainable.

When well-managed, urbanization fosters social and economic advancement and

irnproved quality of life for all. The current n.rodel of urbanization is unsustainable

and there is need for an institution that will continuously guide the process through

sustained national policy implementation and coordination.

Kenya has subscribed to the new urban agenda 2016 and the agenda 2030 for

sustainable development. A directorate is required to advocate, advice and

disseminate best practice on the requirements of Kenya's commitment to the agenda

so as to effectively address urbanization and human settlement challenges while

taking advantage ofthe opportunities offered by urbanization.

MIN No. TPWH 152/2018: MEETING WITH THE KENYA CIVIL AVIATION

AUTHORITY (KCAA) ON THE AIRCRAFT CRASH

OF sTIi JUNE 2OI8

Mr. Nicholas Bodo, who accompanied the Director General of KCAA, read to the Committee a

statement signed by the Cabinet Secretary for'l'ransport, explaining the sequence of events since

the occurrence of the aircraft crash of the flight Reg. 5Y-CAC en route liom Kitale to Nairobi,

which was operated by Fty SAX company.

In the statement, the Cabinet Secretary informed the Committee that investigations were

ongoing, and added that the Emergency Locator Transmitter (ELT) was found and was being

examined. It was further reported that the aircraft last underwent an inspeclion and received a

Certificate of Release into Service (CRS) on l4th May 2018 and was therefore airworthy. In

addition, the aircraft was fitted with a Ground Proximity Waming System (GPWS) and Weather

Radar. The Ministry undertook to update the Committee with more information as and when it

becomes available.

Members, including the Hon. Chris Wamalwa, were not satisfied with the information from the

Ministry. The Committee noted that the govemment owed the families of the victims and the

country at large a detailed and open explanation on the air crash. While interacting with the

Ministry representatives, it was noted that there were ten pending investigations into the causes

of different air crashes in Kenya and therefore it was important that the matters be brought to a

quick aad conclusive closure. The Committee further noted with concem that although the flight

was given clearance to fly at 13000 feet, the crew requested to fly at 11000 feet despite the fact

that the path might not have been favorable to a lower cruise. The Committee also noted that

although the flight was destined for Wilson to Kitale, there was an immediate change to Jomo

Kenyatla Intemational Airport reportedly for the pilot to drop tkee passengers who were late for

their connecting flight. This information was however subject to verification from the Fly SAX

Company. The Director General of KCAA informed the Commiuee that change of path is

normal as long as the pilot requested from the air traffic control for any reasons deem proper by

the pilot.

The Committee was further informed that most of the information spread on both the print and

the social media on the accident wcre untrue but that the relevant government and investigatory

agencies cannot respond to such beoause the investigations rvcre ongoing and therefore it needed

extreme level ofrestraint considcring thc sensitivity of the mattcr.

The Ministry officials'*'ere asked to send more information and a preliminary report to the

Committee by Thursday, 2l't June 2018. Funher, the KCAA was advised to send a request to

aircraft operators to ensure they only use pressurized aircrafts in those routes with bad weather as

part ofprccautionary and safety steps.

Further, the National 'fransport

and Safety Authority (NTSA) and the Ministry rejected in totality amendments to the National

Transport and Safety Authority Act, 2012 on the grounds that both the Ministry and the NTSA

were not consulted on the proposals and if allowed to pass, the amendments will have far-

reaching consequences on the smooth operations of the NTSA.

received from the Ministry with regard to the Urban Areas and Cities Act, 2011 and the Ministry

had no objections to the proposed amendments since the amendments were prrsruut to

paragraph 20 ad 21 of Part I of the Fourth Schedule to the Constitution which provides that

housing policy and general principles ofland planning and co-ordination of planning by counties

is a function of the national govemment. The committee therefore noted that the proposed

amendments seek to ensure that county govemments comply with the National Urban

Development Policy.

The Chairman called the meetiDg to order al2:45 p.m. The meeting was then opened with a word

of prayer. Members were informed that the agenda of the meeting was to receive a briefrng from
the Fiscal Analyst on the budget estimates for the financial year 2018119 before interrogation of
the main budget for Ministry of lransport, lnfrastructure, Housing and Urban Development as

well as its Deparbnenls and Agencies.

MIN No. TPWHI292018: BRIEF ON THE STATUTE LAW TMISCELLANEOUS
AMENDMENTs) BILL.2018

The Legal Coursel took Members through the Brief on the Statute Law (Miscellaneous

Amendments) Bill, 2018, Clause by Clause. While the Committee deliberated on the Bill, it
made the following general observations

1) As regards to the proposed arnendments to the Flousing Act, Cap 117, the Committed noted

that the Cabinet Secretary should appoint a maximum of six members to the Corporation

taking into account the regionai and ethnic balance of the people of Kenyao gender, and

representation of youths and persons with disabilities.

2) As regards to the proposed amendments to the Kenya Pors Authority Act (Cap 309) and

the Kenya Airports Authority Act (Cap.395), the Committee was agteeable to the proposed

arnendments which seek to provide that arbitrators in disputes under the two statutes shall

be appointed by tle R-egrslrar of tie Nairobi Certre for Arbitration ins.tead of tle Chief
Justice since it would encourage the independence of the courts in matters arbitration.

3) As regards the proposed amendments to the Traffic Act, Cap 403, the Committee noted

that-
(a) The proposed amendments seek to align the Traffic Act, Cap 403 to the National

Transport and Safety Authority Ac!No.33 of 2012 since the amendments seek to,

among other things define and provide for the appointrnent of inspectors of motor

vehicles and designate authorized offrcers by the National Transport and Safety

Authority; and

O) The proposed amendments seek to recognize the East African Communig Load
Control Act,20l3 as regards the removal of vehicles from the road and also create

an offence with respect to driving of commercial vehicles while being intoxicated

and prescribe a penalty for the same or in accorda:rce with the the East African
Communlty Load Contol Act,2013;

4) As regards to the proposed amendments to the Kenya Roads Board Act, the Committee

noted that the Kenya Roads Bill,2017 which was at the Senate had similar amendments on

the qualifications of the Executive Director of the Board and had been passed by the

House.
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5) As regards to the proposed amendments to the National Constuction Authority Act, the
Committee noted that the amendments were minor amendments seeking to corect cross-
referencing mistakes.

6) As regards to the proposed arnendments to the Engineers Act, the Committee noted that the
amendments only seek to provide for the extension of the renewal of registration of foreign
engineers where works have not been completed.

7) With respect to the proposed amendments to the National Transpofl and Construction
Authority Act, No33 of 2012, the Committee observed that the proposed amendments were
substantive in nature seeking to remove tle corpomte powers of the Authority and to also
have its offices and establish offices elsewhere.

8) With regards to the proposed amendments to the Urban Areas and Cities Act, the
Committee observed that the proposals are pursuant to Paragraph 20 and 2lofPart 1 of the
Fourth Schedule to the Constitution which provides that housing policy and general
principles of land planning and co-ordination of planning by counties is a firnction of the
national goverffnent. fhe Committee firrther noted that the proposed amendments seek to
ensure that county governrnents comply with the National Urban Development Policy.

9) The proposed amendments by Mr. Kenneth Samoei to the Engineers Act were in
contravention of Standing Order 133 (5) which provides that no amendment shall be
permitted to be moved if the amendment deals with a different subject matter or proposes

to unreasonably or wduly expand the subject of the Bill or is inappropriate or is not in
logical sequence to the subject matter ofthe Bill.

Having considered the Bill, the Committee made the following recommendations that;-
1) Section 3(2) ofthe Housing Ac| be further amended in paragraph (d) by-

(a) deleting the words "not less than five nor more than seven" and substituting therefor
the words "six"; and

(b) by inserting the following new paragraph immediately after paragraph (d) -
"(h) in appointing the persons under paragraph (d),the Cabinet Secretary shall
ensure that -

(i) It reflects the regional and ethnic diversity of the people of Kenya;
(ii) Not more than two thirds of the members are of the same gender; and
(iii)Youths and persons with disability are represented.

2) The Traffic Acl Cap 403 be fi:rttrer amended in section 2 by deleting the definition of the
term "driving test examiner";

3)The proposed amendment to section 57 of the Traffic Act, Cap 403 be deleted;

4)The proposed amendment to Section 58 of the Traffic Ac! Cap 403 be firther amended by
insertiag the words "or in accordance with the East African Corrunercial Vehicle Load Control
Act 20I3" before the words "shall be guiity";
5) The proposed amendment to section 70 (5B) of the Traffic Act, Cap 403 be deleted;
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6) The proposed amendment to Section 106 (8) of the Traffic Act, Cap 403 be further amended

by deleting the words "under" appearing immedrately before the word "thereunder";

7) The proposed amendment to section 2 of the National Transport and Safety Authoriry Act ,

N0.33 of 2012 be deleted; The Committee rejected the proposed amendment.

8) The proposed amendment to section 3(2) of the National Transport ard Safety Authority Act,

No.33 of 2012 be deleted; The Committee rejected the proposed amendment.

9) The proposed amendment to section 5 of the National Transport and Safety Autlrority Act ,

No.33 of 2012 be deleted; The Committee rejected the proposed amendment.

10) The proposed amendment to section 15(1) of the National Transport aad Safety Authority

Act, No.33 of 2012 be deleted; The Committee rejected the proposed amendment.

11) The proposed amendment to section 15(3) of the National Transport and Safety Authority
Act, No.33 of 20l2be deleted; The Corrmittee rejected the proposed amendment.
