(4) The names of the persons selected under subsection (3) shall be submitted by the Board
to the National Assembly for approval before appointment and gazettement by the
Board. "

(5) The Regulations made under subsection (3) shall be submitted to the National Assembly
Sor approval before publication by the Board.

(6) The first meeting of the Constituency Committee shall be convened by the officer of the
Board seconded to the constituency within one hundred and twenty days from the date
of the holding of a general election as contemplated in Article 101(1) of the
Constitution.

(7) The quorum of the Constituency Committee shall be one half of the total membership.

(8) The term of office of the members of the Constituency Committee shall be two years
and shall be renewable but shall expire upon the appointment of a new Constituency
Committee in the manner provided for in the Act, or as may be approved by the Board.

(9) The Fund account manager seconded by the Board to the constituency shall be the
custodian of all records and equipment of the constituency during the term of
Parliament and during transitions occasioned by general elections or a by-election.

(10) Whenever a vacancy occurs in the Constituency Committee by reason of resignation,
incapacitation or demise of a member the vacancy shall be filled from the same category
of persons where the vacancy has occurred within a period of one hundred and twenty
days.

(11) The Constituency Committee shall meet at least six times in a year but the committee
shall not hold more than twenty-four meetings in the same financial yvear, including
sub-committee meetings.

(12) Deleted by Act No. 24 0of 2022, 5. 16 (c).
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(13) A member of the Constituency Committee may be removed from office on any one or
more of the following grounds—
(a) lack of integrity;
(b) gross misconduct;
(c) embezzlement of public funds;
(d) bringing the committee into disrepute through unbecoming personal public
conduct;
(e) promoting unethical practises,;
(f) causing disharmony within the committee;
(g) physical or mental infirmity.

(14) A decision to remove a member under subsection (13) shall be made through a
resolution of at least five members of the Committee and the member sought to be
removed shall be given a fair hearing before the resolution is made.

(15) A vacancy arising as a result of the removal of a member under subsection (13) shall
be filled in the manner set out in subsection (10) and minutes of the meeting shall indicate
the fact of the removal or appointment of a member.

(b) gross misconduct;
(c) embezzlement of public funds;
(d) bringing the committee into disrepute through unbecoming personal public
conduct;
(e) promoting unethical practises;
(f) causing disharmony within the committee;
(g) physical or mental infirmity.

(14) A decision to remove a member under subsection (13) shall be made through a
resolution of at least five members of the Committee and the member sought to be
removed shall be given a fair hearing before the resolution is made.

(15) A vacancy arising as a result of the removal of a member under subsection (13) shall
be filled in the manner set out in subsection (10) and minutes of the meeting shall indicate
the fact of the removal or appointment of a member.

. In accordance with the provisions of Regulation 5(2)(a) of the National Government

Constituencies Development Fund Regulations, 2016, the Board issued Circular Ref: NG-

CDFB/CEO/CIRCULARS/Vol. 11 (033) dated 15th September, 2022, initiating the

constitution of constituency committees.

. The National Assembly had previously approved nominess for Webuye West, Isiolo South,

Nandi Hills; and Mumias East constituencies and the House consequently issued

Cerfificates on 16" November, 2022 and 2™ December, 2022 respectively. The nominess

were gazetted vide Gazette Notice Vol. CXXIV No. 254 and No. 276. The constituencies

now seek to replace some appointees in the respective constituency committees following
vacancies.

. To address the vacancies in the constituency committees, Webuye West, Isiolo South, Nandi

Hills, and Mumias East Constituencies reconvened selection panels and filled the vacancies.

This was done in accordance with Regulation 5 of the NG-CDF Regulations, 2016.
