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1. PREFACE

Hon Speaker,

On behalf of the Departmental Committee on Justice and Legal
Affairs, and pursuant to provisions of Standing Order 199(6), it is my
pleasant privilege and honour to present to this House the report of
the Committee on the Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission
(Amendment) Bill, 201 5.

1.1 Mandate of the Committee

The Committee derives its mandate from Standing Order No. 216(5)
which provides as follows:-

a) To investigate, inquire into, and report on all matters relating to
the mandate, management, activities, administration,
operations and estimates of the assigned ministries and
departments;

b) To study the programme and policy objectives of ministries and
departments and the effectiveness of their implementation;

c) To study and review all legislation referred to it;
d) To study, assess and analyze the relative success of the

ministries and depaftments measured by the results obtained
as compared with their stated objectives;

e) To investigate and enquire into all matters relating to the
assigned ministries and depaftmenfs as may be deemed
necessary, and as may be referred to it by the House or a
minister: and

f) To make reports and recommendations to the House as often
as possible, including recommendations of proposed
legislation.

The Second Schedule of the Standing Orders on Departmental
Committees further states the subjects which the Committee is
supposed to deal with while discharging its mandate. The subjects are

Commission (Amendment) Bill, 2015

The Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission (Amendment) Bill, 2O15
was read for the first time on 24th June, 2O15 and immediately
committed to the Departmental Committee on Justice and Legal
Affairs for scrutiny in line with Standing Order 127 (1) which states as
follows:-

1.2 Committee Membership

1.3 First Readinq of the Ethics and Anti-Corruption
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"A Bill having been read a First Time shall stand committed
to the relevant Departmental Committee without question
being put to it"

Notwithstanding provisions of Standing Order No.12O, the House
reduced the publication period of the Bill from fourteen to five days
following a motion by the Committee Chair and seconded by Majority
Chief Whip.

1.4 Public partic ioation in the consideration of the Bill

Article 118 ('1 ) (b) of the constitution states as follows:-

"Parliament shall facilitate public pafticipation and
involvement in the legislative and other business of
Parliament and its Committees"

Standing Order 127 (3) states as follows:-

"The Departmental Committee to which a Bill is committed
shall facilitate public participation and shall take into
account the views and recommendations of the public when
the Committee makes its recommendations to the House"

Pursuant to these provisions, the Committee invited the public through
the Daily Nation and Standard newspapers of 25th June, 2O15 to make
representations on the Bills. (See appendix 3). There was however no
response from the Public.

1.5 Consideration of the Bill and adoption of Committee's report

The Committee considered the Bill on 2nd July, 2C15 and did not
propose amendments. At its sitting of 7th July, 2015, the Committee
considered and adopted its report on the Bill. The adoption of the
report was proposed by Hon. Priscilla Nyokabi and seconded by Hon
(Bishop) Mutua Mutemi. There was no dissenting voice to the
adoption of the report. Minutes of the Committee sitting adopting the
report are annexed hereto as appendix 1. The list of Members who
attended the sitting that adopted the report is also annexed as
appendix 2.

1.6. Acknowledqement

The Committee is grateful to the Offices of the Speaker and Clerk of
the National Assembly for guidance and technical support accorded
during the process of consideration of the Bill. The Chairperson on the
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other hand wishes to commend Committee Members for their devotion
and commitment to duty which made the consideration of the Bill a
rea lity.

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2 BACKGROUND

The Bill seeks to amend the Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission
Act to increase the number of Commissioners from three to five. The
Bill also seeks to provide for the Chairperson and members of the
Commission to serve on a part time basis. The Bill further seeks to
provide for a timeline for the appointment of the Chairperson and
members of the Commission when a vacancy arises.

The Bill does not delegate legislative powers nor does it limit
fundamental rights and freedoms of the people of Kenya. The Bill
further does not concern county governments in terms of Article
109(3) of the Constitution neither does it affect the functions and
powers of county governments recognized in the Fourth Schedule to
the Constitution.

The enactment of this Bill shall not occasion additional expenditure of
public funds.

3. PUBLIC PARTICIPATIO N IN THE CONSIDERATION OF THE
BILL

ln line with Article 118(1)(b) of the constitution of Kenya and Standing
Order 127(3) the Committee put up an advertisement in the Standard
and Daily Nitlon newspapers of 25th June, 2O'1 5, a copy of which is
annexed hereto as appendix 3 inviting the public to make
representations on the Bill. There was however no response from the
public.
